Introduction:

Under the Maharashtra Self-Financed Schools (Establishment and Regulation) Act, 2012, propasals for
starting new schools, as well as for abtaining academic perrission for additional divisions in existing
schools, are received.

However, due to non-availability of approval for proposals after 2012, CBSE, ICSE, WSCSE, 18, and other
similar boards' schools face operational difficulties. Considering this, the government decided to take up
approval work for the acadenvic year 2014-15 and a detailed circular was issued on 20 June 2012.

For the academic year 2014-15, the government has decided to accept propasals for new self-financed
sehaols il 31 August 2013 for scrutiny and action,

2.6 Institutions granted permission cannot change the location of the approved school. If the institution
wishes ta change the location, the given permission will be consldered vold.

2.7 Institutions must enter the permitted school/division information in the District U-DISE (Unified
District Information System for Education] database.

The District Project Officer, Maharashtra Primary Education Council, Mumbai, will coordinate the
necessary actions. Instituthons must label their schools accordingly:

"Lelf-Financed Schools Permitted under Self-Financed School Act” for niew schoals.
"Self-Financed School Division Permitted under Sell-Financed School Act” for division approvals,
This order is available on the Maharashtra Government website: www.maharashtra.gov.in.
